The ladies always use a lot more words to
describe their experience than the guys, but we usually hear those same remarks. They don’t
change that much from year to year; only the faces change. | think closing is my favorite
weekend function. It is a time when | most remember my own pilgrim Walk, and how I felt when |
walked in that huge gym at Flaget Center, getting ready to go home. It seemed like there was a
thousand people there. It also gives me a chance to pull out my own mental scorecard on how |
am doing with my promises to God from that weekend, and in remembering that Christ is counting
on me. Am | still counting on Christ?

When did you last attend closing? Your answer to this question tells me a lot about your
commitment to the community. If it has been a long time since you have been to candlelight, then
it tells me that:
