I 
have noticed so many of my Christian brothers and sisters criticize the world, its actions, and its reluctance toward moral 
and ethical standards.  Yet, with all due respect, the world has a valid excuse.  They do not have Christ in their life and 
ignore Him as a role model.  The Christian community has no excuse, however.  Statistically within the demographics of 
our churches, our profile is the same as the world.  The sins of the congregation are ratios parallel to non-believers.  Is 
this possible? 
 
As Christians we do not have to look backward any longer to understand life.  For life is eternal in the saving grace of 
Jesus Christ.  We need to be continually mindful that Christ is our model.  His is the path, which is required in our daily 
journey.  In order to love and serve Christ, we must intimately know him.  Christ is the priority when we offer him devoted 
hearts, determined wills, humble strength, and generous lives. 
 
The world is in need of change.  Change comes about when Christians, like you and I, put forth the effort to change it.  
God has gifted us with the Holy Spirit; we have to allow ourselves to be used.  We must be ready to meet it with 
Christian tenacity, perseverance, and love. 
 
There are those that may not like the Emmaus movement.  Some do not like “pushy” Christians.  There are those in this 
world that do not like Christians at all! 
 
Our personal church of choice may not be as spiritually alive as we may like it to be.  But our post is not to force change 
on people or our local church, but to love the people as they are and to be an authentic witness to them.  It is God to 
convince and change. 
 
All of us have differing capabilities, talents, and spiritual gifts.  Jesus, we thank you that we are all not the same.  As a 
musician I have learned that harmony does not happen when all the notes are the same; it happens when different notes 
come together and create a beautiful composition.  We are distinctive.  We each have a requirement within the Body of 
Christ.  You and I must do our part.  Trust that God has given us everything we need to live a holy life and to be a living 
reminder of Jesus Christ.  Through our personal witness and our openness to be a channel of God’s Spirit, we can share 
the divine nature while radiating the love of Christ.  Look around you.  Jesus is everywhere! 
 
Stop!  Quit looking backwards!  Do not regret the past with the “what ifs”.  We can be renewed each and everyday.  It’s 
that 4

th
 Day thing.  We must make our continual fourth days count.  Not by overconfidently thinking that we are 

somebody.  Nor by the lack of confidence by believing we are a “nobody”.  We do have the reward to start each day 
anew; to make each fourth day count toward the greater good of the church at large.  Matthew 5 says that we are called 
to be salt in the food and light in darkness.
