            Every year on the 4th of July, Andrew was convinced that the fireworks were for him in honor of his birthday. We let him -  for as long as we could get away with it. Wouldn’t you? What parents wouldn’t want their precious baby to know how special they were? Special enough for firework displays all over the country to commemorate your birthday? Why not? When you are that young, you still think your parents can do anything. If we could have, we would have.  

            There is a crucial part of the Emmaus weekend that can be compared to the firework display. On our weekend, it’s the letter bags. Each one is a celebration. A sponsor who has carefully and diligently collected thoughtful, meaningful letters is giving their pilgrim a whole bag of celebration – of the person he is and the person he is yet to become. 

Quality over quantity is what counts. The recommendation is 8 to 12 good letters. Unfortunately, this has gotten a little out of hand. If you will remember, there is only a very limited amount of time available to read letters. When faced with 50, where does the pilgrim begin? Especially if none are identified? Sponsors: your goal is 8-12 quality letters, labeled in the upper left hand corner with spouse or mother or best friend. This way they can process the meaningful. 

Let’s say someone in your church is going on the Walk. Does this suggest you don’t write a letter if you aren’t their best friend? Of course not. But how great would it be to spread the wealth. Pop a note in the mail that Saturday (or Monday or next Thursday) so the encouragement keeps coming. How great could that be?

Let us celebrate our pilgrims. We may not do it with fireworks, but every loving act of agape is a celebration in itself.
