| have been informed by some of the officials at the institutions where we minister that they
are noticing infractions of the dress code that we have agreed upon for entering their
institutions. This is more so with the Candlelight visitors than team members. But, the
rules apply to all entering the prisons.

There have been few challenges by the officers because of the good reputation the R.E.C.
Community has with the prisons. However, we do not want to jeopardize our reputation
and, more importantly, our welcome into the prisons by the officials.

To this end, | am publishing the “Do’s and Don’ts” of prison ministry for our R.E.C.
Community. (Please see the following pages.) If you know persons that are new to

GENERAL PRISON RULES

It's an "ARE EEE CEE” weekend, not “WRECK”!

Dress Code- NO shorts, tank tops, revealing shirts or go braless.
Wear closed toe shoes, no sandals or flip flops, no expensive jewelry, no orange or khaki-colored clothing.

Wear your visitor badge at all times on the upper part of your body- clearly visible to security, or wear your
wrist badge until the officers tell you to take it off.

Everyone stay in your car until you see your asst. lay director. Come through the main entrance and wait
quietly while being processed. You will be searched.

Be ON TIME- Don't be late, don't be early.

The Security Staff are called Officers — Not Guards

When you enter the prison you will go through a metal detector like in the airport, or you will be “wanded”
with a metal detector. Large belt buckles and big jewelry will set off the detector. Make sure you don’t

have a pocket knife on your key ring. Do not wear “Emmaus” pins.

Don't bring your cell phone, blackberries etc. You cannot sit in your car in the parking lot and talk on the
phone.

Make sure if you drive that your car is registered and legal.

Turn off your car immediately after arriving at the prison and wait until you see the other team members
before you leave your car.

Make sure there are no weapons, drugs or alcohol in your car. You are on institutional property the minute
you turn onto the driveway. At KCIW you are also on Federal Property and you can be convicted of a
Federal Crime for having alcohol in your car.

If security tells us to do something, do not question or argue, just do it immediately.

Be Flexible -- Do Not complain or argue with the staff.

At no time, anywhere in the prison, run on prison grounds. Even if it is raining.

Prescription medications must be in the original bottle and bring only enough for that day.

Bring only what you NEED. Over-the-counter items (aspirin, Maalox, hand lotion etc.) will be in a group bag.
Be discreet in using personal items; do not put lipstick on at the table.

In Dealing with the Residents:

If you know a resident from the outside, notify the Chaplin or Lay Director immediately.
Do Not give advice.

Do Not make promises you can not keep.

Extreme emotional outbursts are not allowed.

Limited physical contact and No “laying of hands”.

Limit contact with spouse- no kissing etc.

Use your first name only on the REC.



8. Do not give out your home address or phone number.

9. Do not talk about the residents outside of the prison.

10. You cannot call family members for residents. You cannot be a third party for any purpose.

11. Do Not write letters to Judges, parole boards etc. Do not get involved with the legal processes.
12. DO NOT give anything or take anything directly from a resident.

13. Residents can take nothing from the Chapel that has not been pre- approved.

14. DO NOT ALLOW residents to trash talk about the institution, other residents, or staff members.
15. Do not be critical of other religions- use only Christian responses.

16. DO NOT allow one resident to dominate the discussion/quote tons of scripture or generally “one up” the other
residents.

17. Residents will be given breaks during the day, they must tell you when they leave your table.
18. After the R.E.C., SEND NOTHING!!! This is not a ministry about stuff.

19. Stay with the group outside the Chapel during breaks. You should spend no more than a few minutes with
any one resident. Men cannot be alone with the women and women cannot be alone with the men.

20. Bibles are available in the Chapel and from the Chaplain.

21. No Dancing.

Meal Times:
1. Monitor the food to make sure everyone gets some of everything.

2. Use gloves at all times when serving food and drinks.

For the Prisons that men and women are together:

At no time should there be any physical contact between team members, NO hugging, kissing or hand holding
and this especially includes the married couples. You can show your love for each other by how you respect
each other and the environment you are in. We are use to hugging each other and we must refrain from all
physical contact while on the REC.

In the event that a hostage or volatile situation occurs (one has NEVER happened) sit down, fold your legs and
arms, and stay seated and quiet. If you are “arrested” do not resist, just remain quiet and do not worry. The
officers will sort everyone out after the situation calms down. The key in any situation is to remain calm.
