I can truly say I was better prepared to handle each day because of my Walk. The whole experience has been special. I have formed relationships with many people that I never would have known had I not Walked. I have served and been served. My experience has been priceless. No amount of money could ever buy what I have received. I have a feeling many of you feel the same way.


Even though my experience has been priceless, as President it is my duty to educate the community to the price of a Walk to Emmaus weekend. Many of us remember that when we moved the Walks to Kavanaugh we were told we would save money. We did. Many also remember we have raised the price since we made the move. Yes, we did. The reason is the costs of the weekend will probably always be more than we collect from team and Pilgrims. We don’t want to make the price so high that Pilgrims can’t afford to Walk. That is why we take up offerings at Emmaus events, to help cover expenses and keep the cost down to Pilgrims.


Did you know we pay $10.00 per Pilgrim to the Upper Room? This is part of the covenant we sign yearly with the Upper Room to operate as the Louisville Area Emmaus Community. We also pay Kavanaugh for the use of the camp and conference center. Did you know many communities spend the Walk weekend at a church in their community? We have been blessed by such great facilities as Flaget and Kavanaugh. We need some supplies for the weekend that aren’t donated or provided, so we buy them. We have catered meals and believe me we get a bargain on these. We also purchase the hand crosses and the Pilgrim crosses.

Other expenses include this monthly newsletter that is mailed to people in the community without email and child care at Gatherings above what is taken in.


This is by no means a plea for money. It is just an FYI message. Thanks to rebates from Kavanaugh, a wonderful caterer who charges way less than her competition and your generosity we are keeping up quite well. Besides, your local church comes first.


I would like to thank Pam Tedesco for her great service to the community. Pam has been a tremendous asset as a board member, but for personal reasons needed to move on. Janice Leedy has taken Pam’s place on the board. Please keep both of them and their families in your prayers.
