Message from our President: June 2008

Discipleship -Living fully in the relationship which God in Jesus Christ offered you.

Mark 1: 16-18 portrays a disciple as a person who has responded to the call to follow Jesus and become
“fishers of men”. It requires each of us to give one’s heart (in piety), one’s mind (in study), and one’s labor (in
Christian Action).

| reflect on my Christian life and recognize that my discipleship has been an erratic. | go through those “hot
and fire” moments where | cannot be more engaged in serving Jesus Christ. But if the truth be known, | have
those times when it is all about me. | look at what am | getting out of thise It could be work, family, friends,
and even those times of “going through the moftions” at my own church. | often satisfy my selfish reasons with
the excuse that | deserve a break. Deserve a breake Did | say that? What break?

Today, we each face the world and the problems resonate with issues that affect our well being. The vast
majority of the world's population is entrapped with poverty, discrimination, and hunger. Today, more than
ever, Christians need to arise and fulfill the offering of the Discipleship call. Discipleship is the process of
becoming the whole person God calls each to be through a relationship with Jesus Christ: mature in likeness
of Christ for the sake of others. | am to be a growing person, minister, full-time Christian, and to reveal my life
totally as a witness of my faith in Jesus Christ. God has required each of us to lead by utilizing our gifts and
take the steps of servant hood.

If you recall your own Emmaus Walk, the talk on Discipleship covered some “natural” qualities of a disciple.
The first was that we know our priority to have focus and direction. Next, we have discipline to follow Christ
each day of our life. Then there is reality, to be aware of people and circumstances for every opportunity to
witness. The fourth, fo show empathy to others needs, gifts, joys and pain. Next, we must take initiative and
size up the needs to take steps to meet them. And finally, there is generosity to live out our gratitude for all
that God has given and confinues fo freely give.

When | look over the elements they seem so obvious. Yetf, | am one that can continuously look over the
apparent because | am so easily distracted about Steve Homola. | sometimes get so self focused that | am
planning my next meal while eating the current meal. How is that for distractiong | must confess that | need
my Christ, my faith, and the fellowship support with each of you. The beauty of the Emmaus Community is
that we can non-denominationally focus on Jesus Christ in an atmosphere of trust and confidence that our
faith is sufficient. It is our actions that we need each other for counsel and support.

We all need to embrace those spiritual qualities of:
e Faith: Living it and not just believing God exists; faith that Jesus is Lord and all is possible for God.
e Humility: Knowing we have not arrived; being fertile ground for the Holy Spirit; not needing to take
credit or glory.
e Hope: Having a Christian vision of the world; being sustained by God when human hope ends.
e Love: Having the will to sacrifice for others; the mark of a frue disciple.

In conclusion, a disciple is a Christian leader who has responded to Jesus' two commands: “Follow me” and
“Feed my sheep”. We have read about the two kinds of persons in the gospels. There were the crowds who
were curious, but not committed and the disciples who committed their lives to Christ. Which will we be?2 Will
we stop short or go all the way in fully responding to grace by tfruly being one of Christ's disciples?

Serving Meals...

It is recommended that you
not serve more than once
during the weekend,
especially if you are a
sponsor. When coming to
serve park in the lot to the
right as you enter the front of
the conference center. Enter
the building from the back
deck--there will be signs
directing you--and proceed to
the kitchen. The Kitchen
Team will give you directions
on what needs to be done.
Remember that you'll need to
be there for approximately
one hour after the meal to
assist in clean-up and setting
up for the next meal. Don’t
forget to leave your watches,
phones, pagers, etc. in the
car!

Please remember to...bring your snack agape to the Sendoff...if at all possible. It helps the Team to
better judge the amount of agape for the weekend and reduces the last minute pleas
(for snack agape) we’ve had on previous weekends.

Or if you have a pilgrim, you can deliver it after the Sponsor’s Hour is finished.
