Greetings from the Board! The June installment puts us half way through the year, and we sure have been 

busy! In January, we stated a list of goals that we wanted to accomplish and we have been steadily checking 

them off the list. This month, your Board took a huge step toward addressing one of the biggies - the issue we 

face in keeping our database up to date and fresh. Despite huge efforts from a small group of people who 

have tried to keep it going, we are losing the battle of keeping track of our participants. It has become very 

difficult for our Lay Directors to have updated information on addresses and phone numbers, what positions 

people have filled on prior walks, and which people want to serve on teams but are being overlooked.  

In our May Board Meeting, we voted to host the database on line with a company recommended by the Upper 

Room.  They currently host about 60 community databases and have written a database program that is 

specially tailored to the Walk to Emmaus. We do not have to "reinvent the wheel"; it is already able to do what 

we need it to do. Before we go any further in talking about this, let me assure you of some things: 

1. All data will belong to our community. We are able to print all of the data at any time and get it out in 

case something happens with this company. 

2. Your personal info will be safe. We will have several layers of password protection, and you will be able 

to view and change your personal data (and only yours) at any time. We have asked for a privacy 

statement for this company and are waiting to hear back from them. 

3. There is now, and will be in future years, a board member whose job it will be to insure the accuracy 

and safety of all data. 

4. Those involved in the process now will be encouraged to continue to serve in this capacity.  

So what's next? Glad you asked. We have one chance to implement this properly and set up standards for 

future use. I know that many of you do DBA and SQL administration, and are very knowledgeable in 

implementing these programs. Data preparation and clean up is going to be ultra important and we will need 

you to help us develop a strategy. Mike Welker, our Board Rep in change of this process, has done a masterful 

job in helping us get to this point, but he is an electrician by trade and is going to need a lot of help with 

planning and implementation. If you are interested in helping with this project, we would love to hear from 

you.
