• Devotional writing should tell about real 
experiences of real people who are struggling 
to apply their faith to daily life. 

• Devotional writing should express only one 
main idea.  It should leave one memorable 
image with the reader. 

• Devotional writing should lead persons into 
further conversation with God after they finish 
reading the meditation. 

• Your journal can be a great source of 
devotional writing because it records your real 
thoughts about your experiences. 

 
 
I hope you will prayerfully consider writing a 
devotional or two for one of these new publications.  
It is an opportunity to make a difference in many 
lives and share what God is doing in your life.  Let 
me thank you in advance for sharing your gifts with 
Chrysalis and Emmaus.
