Serving Meals...

It is recommended that you
not serve more than once
during the weekend,
especially if you are a
sponsor. When coming to
serve park in the lot to the
right as you enter the front of
the conference center. Enter
the building from the back
deck--there will be signs
directing you--and proceed to
the kitchen. The Kitchen
Team will give you directions
on what needs to be done.
Remember that you'll need to
be there for approximately
one hour after the meal to
assist in clean-up and setting
up for the next meal. Don't
forget to leave your watches,
phones, pagers, etc. in the
car!

Please remember to...bring your snack agape to the Sendoff...if at all possible. It helps the Team to
better judge the amount of agape for the weekend and reduces the last minute pleas

(for snack agape) we’ve had on previous weekends.

Take your snack to the Agape Room or give it to an Agape Team member as you arrive for Sendoff. Or
if you have a pilgrim, you can deliver it after the Sponsor’s Hour is finished.

Just as those examples of giving were illustrated in what was offered during that and countless other
Emmaus experiences you may have been a part of; let me share with you another way you can illustrate
the example of love that Jesus gave us. Many of us have experienced the joy of an REC weekend within
the prison walls and know what an impact those 3 days have on the men and women we encounter
there. What we call "Agape” in the Emmaus community is called “Wheat” within the REC. The “Wheat”
team is able to serve meals, have snacks, and in 3 of the 4 prisons give Wheat Bags! Long after the team
leaves, these residents will have their Wheat Bags to go through and remember what their REC weekend
was all about...the love that Jesus has for them! This is where you come in. We need your help in providing
Wheat items for these REC weekends.
