	A friend brought a little Lenten pocket devotional back from Florida. It was a tiny booklet – about 50 pages – just right for sticking in a coat pocket. I would snap the leash on Lilly, put my coat on over my pajamas, slip on my walk the dog clogs and we would slip out the door. It was me, one snuffling dog who was happy to meander around, a million singing birds and my little book in the still of a cool morning. Could I be in a better position to hear God’s voice?


Sometimes the entries were written in the voice of someone in the bible, other times by a contemporary person. The one I want to share with you begins with a wee little man.


Remember that song from VBS? “Zacchaeus was a wee little man and a wee little man he was.” Cute little song. I am sure you are singing along right now. I can remember my now great big boys singing it when they were wee little men themselves. But Zacchaeus taught me a big lesson that morning.


The devotional says:


	“I wanted to see Jesus more than anything that day, but I never thought


	he would see me. I was ready to be an eager spectator. I surely had not 


counted on being called by name. ‘Zacchaeus…come down.’ Something


happened to me when Jesus called my name. I still don’t understand it 


completely. He turned me from being a spectator into a follower.”


              That is about one of the most exciting stories in the bible for me. Zacchaeus just wanted to see – to be an observer. I wonder if he ever thought beyond getting up into that tree. What would happen next? In his wildest dreams, he never thought Jesus would call him by name. 


The Bible tells us that our friend, Zac, had a life changing experience. Have you? Where has God called you to turn from being a spectator into a follower? Some of my most closest to Christ moments have been when He has called me out from that tree limb and said Jump. Thrilling? You bet. Scary? O yeah. But absolutely impossible to ignore.
