Fulfillment-To bring into actuality; complete 
 
LUKE 22:37 For; I say unto you, that this which is written must be fulfilled in me, and he was reckoned with transgressors: for that 

which concerned me hath fulfillment. 

 

Luke 22:37; Matthew Henry Comment (excerpt):  It may be the comfort of suffering Christians, as it was of a suffering Christ, that 

their sufferings were foretold, and determined in the counsels of heaven, and will shortly determine in the joys of heaven. They were 

written concerning them, and they will have an end, and will end well, everlastingly well. They must therefore expect troubles, and 

must not think now to have such an easy and comfortable life as they had; no, the scene will alter. They must now in some degree 

suffer with their Master; and, when he is gone, they must expect to suffer like him. The servant is not better than his Lord.  They 

must not now expect that their friends would be so kind and generous to them as they had been; and therefore, He that has a purse, 

let him take it, for he may have occasion for it, and for the entire good husbandry he can use.  They must now expect that their 

enemies would be more fierce upon them than they had been  He that has no sword wherewith to defend himself against robbers and 

assassins will find a great want of it, and will be ready to wish, some time or other, that he had sold his garment and bought one. 

This is intended only to show that the times would be very perilous, so that no man would think himself safe. 

 

My wife, Connie, has an amazing way of evangelizing in our home.  She has scripture references posted in plaques, art, and 

mentionable conspicuous areas.  One of those areas, which are frequented, is the main floor bathroom.  This is the place most visited 

by family, friends, and guests in our home.  A visitor to this room will find a small rolodex.  It is usually opened to some precious 

tidbit to make you think and ponder during your visit.  Today’s tidbit was… “Highest fulfillment in life: knowing that you are 

being used by God.”  
 

It made me think.  Am I being used by God? 
 
We all encounter those “Obstacles to Grace”; those cunning ways of us letting the priority of self supersede the priority of God-

with-us.  The human journey is the story of us always putting up barriers between God and us.  We destroy the relationship of being 

self-centered.  We let the priority of the world get in our way and relate to something less than God.  We fail to recognize the 

potential God has given us and fail to act on it.  We allow other relationships take priority over a life of grace.  Am I blocking God’s 

love?  How about you? 

 

To break this self made barrier and overcome sin, we must recognize that we can overcome sin.  Perhaps these steps will help you 

and me: 
 

1. We must realize that God is a God who loves us and wants to forgive our sins.  (John 3:16) 

2. Jesus’ ministry began on the note of repentance.  (Matthew 3:1-12) 

3. Prayer is practicing the presence of God and allowing Him to become the center of your life. 

4. Mortification is dying to self and rising to God’s will for us in the world.  (Luke 9:23-26) 

5. Spiritual direction knows God’s will for us.  The “spiritual friend” is a person who knows the pathways in a relationship with God and 

walks with us until we know the route for our journey. 

6. We can overcome sin through contact with other Christians, individually and in groups.  We are communal beings by nature and we 

derive strength in relationships with others.  Their journey will effect and influence our journey.
