Message from our President: May 2009

Most of you know that this year's board has been looking heavily at how we handle meals during our
Emmaus Walks. Cooking our own meals has been an issue ever since we decided to move away
from catering a few years ago. This has been one of David Blandford's main projects this year - to
decide whether we really do save money over catering and whether we do it as efficiently as possible.
It turns out that we really do save money, but not as much as we could if we are more efficient in the
planning phase. Food costs on the walks have been very erratic, and there has been a steep learning
curve for any new head cook. Much thought has also been given to having set menus which would
allow us to control costs and standardize the experience even further. We have also found that there
are a core group of people who have learned, through working on Emmaus and Chrysalis cooking
teams, how to manage the process very well. They will be responsible for refining the process,

developing the menus and managing the purchasing process.

Beginning with Walk # 123 in July, and for the next 2 walks, the kitchen team will no longer be
considered a part of the Emmaus team. The board will appoint a Kitchen Head who will answer to the
board, not the Lay Director. This Kitchen Head will then choose 4 or 5 people to serve on the kitchen
team. This team will not be required to attend formations, sleep at Kavanaugh or pay a team fee.
Since they are not part of the team, there will be mixed genders, and there could be several different
people involved at different degrees. Their only responsibility will be to make sure that the meals are

ready when the community starts singing De Colores.

Ouir first Kitchen Head will be Rob Partin, and he will be working closely with David Blandford and his
committee of Jane Knapp and Nancy Frank. Rob will also be heavily involved over the remaining 2

walks of the year as well, one as Lay Director. If things work out like we expect them to, we will make
this change permanent and appoint a board member to be responsible for it. | know many of you are

interested in this. If you have ideas or are interested in participating, please contact David or Rob.

Snack Agape Reminder:

It is recommended that you
not serve more than once
during the weekend,
especially if you are a
sponsor. When coming to
serve park in the lot to the
right as you enter the front of
the conference center. Enter
the building from the back
deck--there will be signs
directing you--and proceed to
the kitchen. The Kitchen
Team will give you directions
on what needs to be done.
Remember that you'll need to
be there for approximately
one hour after the meal to
assist in clean-up and setting
up for the next meal. Don't
forget to leave your watches,
phones, pagers, etc. in the
car!

Please remember to...bring your snack agape to the Sendoff...if at all possible. It helps the
Team to better judge the amount of agape for the weekend and reduces the last minute pleas
(for snack agape) we’ve had on previous weekends.

Take your snack to the Agape Room or give it to an Agape Team member as you arrive for
Sendoff. Or if you have a pilgrim, you can deliver it after the Sponsor’s Hour is finished.

Most of us are very comfortable meeting the needs of those who are in our church family, our
neighborhoods, our schools or our workplace, however, fear can take over when we are asked to go into
prison. I believe there was a grand design in the order of the things written in those verses in Matthew. It
was designed to make us think about WHO we serve as well as WHERE we serve.

Is God calling you to step out of your comfort zone and serve where you have never served before? Is God
calling you to follow more closely His instructions? Is God calling you to seek out a new passion or ministry?
Is God calling you to overcome fear?

If you answered YES to any of the questions above, then we can get you connected sooner than later.
