Hello Community, 
 
I would like to share with you some thoughts on Emmaus. 
 
First what is the Walk To Emmaus?   
A minister once said that Emmaus is not an “emotional bubble-bath.”  It is essentially a journey 
with Jesus Christ.  The main focus is not how wonderfully close we have grown with each other, 
but how much closed we are to Christ and how much more effective we are to Christ and how 
much more effective we are as servants in his church. 
 
The Walk to Emmaus gets its name from the story in Luke 24: 13-35, which provides the central 
theme for the three day experience and follow-up.  Please revisit this Scripture and discover 
again how we get a new understanding of Christ’s presence in our lives, rediscover God’s grace.  
Emmaus provides a pathway to the mountaintop of God’s love, it supports The pilgrims’ return 
to the outside world to share the love they have received. 
 
The aim of Emmaus is to inspire, challenge and equip local church members for Christian Action- 
in their homes, churches, workplaces and communities.  Emmaus exists to strengthen the 
discipleship of church people.  How God uses the Emmaus weekend to that end differs for each 
person.   For some, Emmaus strengthens an already active Christian life and church 
involvement.  For a few, it is the beginning of a new life with God.  For others, Emmaus serves a 
commitment to Christ to a practical lifestyle of Christian living.  For others, Emmaus provides an 
opportunity to link up with other Christians who want to form groups for mutual support and 
growth. (Reunion Groups) 
 
Emmaus attempts to strengthen the local church by raising up fresh leadership in the 
congregation.  Emmaus makes partners of laity and clergy, involving both in leadership 
together.  Emmaus focuses on essentials of the Christian faith.  John Wesley’s words express the 
spirit of the Emmaus program well.  He wrote, “In essentials, unity; in non-essentials, liberty; 
and in all things, charity.” Emmaus infuses new energy to take back to their churches - 
willingness to serve as teachers and leaders.  Participate in Bible Studies.  Open more to 
witnessing. Eagerness for evangelism and mission.  Increased giving.   
 
Emmaus is ecumenical.  Emmaus is fun and full of Joy.  Emmaus calls us to live as a active 
member of the body of Christ through service in church and community and leading us on our 
Fourth Day – living every day as a walk with Christ in the company of one another, through a 
lifestyle of regular prayer, study and service.

In the month of May, we celebrate Pentecost, 
the birthday of the Church.  Ten days after Jesus  
ascended into heaven the Holy Spirit fell on the 
Disciples and those waiting in the Upper Room.  
Peter, who had been so afraid, suddenly rose 
and preached to thousands in the city of 
Jerusalem.   The disciples followed Jesus 
command to “go into all the world….”  and 
turned the world upside down.   
 
That sounds like more power than we are seeing 
in the lives of Christians today! Why? Has   God’s 
power decreased? No! Have we run out of 
people who need healing or deliverance? No! 
Then what is the problem? If we are praying as 
we ought, and being  fed by God’s Word, then 
why are we not seeing God’s power at work 
among us, more than we are? I don’t have all 
the answers to this, but here is one thought 
from the book of Acts. 

 
Jesus told the disciples that they would receive 
power to be His witnesses after the Holy Spirit 
came upon them. We must come to one of two 
conclusions. Either we do not have the power 
Jesus spoke about,  or we do not think we have 
it, and therefore we do little or nothing with it.  
Maybe God sends things into our lives 
sometimes to help us recognize the power and 
authority we have in His name. Those things 
may make us uncomfortable and shake us to the 
very core, but if they accomplish His purposes 
then we should welcome them. Maybe some of 
our sicknesses come  so that we will call on God 
and see His power at work in our lives. If we are 
living according to the principles in God’s word, 
and are in right relationship with Him, then we 
do have authority as sons & daughters of   God 
to speak truth and life into the most difficult 
circumstance or obstacle. If we are not in line 
with God’s word or if we are out of relationship 
with Him, the best thing for us to do today is 
come to Him and make things right. It is only as 
we keep things right with God that we will have 
the right stuff to give   those who are in need.
