Rage, wars, anger, blame, and an economic meltdown are 

predominant in our news, literature, Sunday sermons, jobs, and personal savings accounts.  We are constantly impressed 

with the uncertainty of life.   Adversity is universal. No one can escape it. In such a time there is but “One” who can bring 

light out of the darkness. Who can heal the heart that is broken by grief? Who can bring peace of soul and strength of spirit? 

That One is the God whom Paul called, The God of all comfort. God did not fail Paul and He will not fail us.  

 

Job said after everything had been taken away from him; “What shall we receive well at the hand of God, and shall we not 

receive sorrow?” God did not fail Job. God did not fail us and He will not fail Christians today.  God does not give assurance 

against hardship, failures, troubles, suffering, grief, accidents, or tragedies. This life comes with no guarantees except death. 

Death is a certainty for us all. Too often, people have felt Jesus and God were a miracle drug to miraculously make life easy 

without suffering and pain. 

 

The purpose of Jesus is not to avoid difficulty, but to produce a character adequate in us to meet those difficulties when 

they come. Being a Christian does not make life easy, rather it tries to make us great enough for life.  Being a Christian 

doesn't give us escape from life's burdens and tragedies, but strength for meeting those difficulties when they come. And 

rest assured that they will come. 

 

There is a power able to rise us above all difficulties and to comfort us in the face of death itself. In the cross we can see God 

suffering with us and for us; we see an example of triumph over agony.  When we become a Christian, God puts in us a bit of 

Himself so we won't be bitter and He gives us an example of how to meet suffering and triumph over it.  We must remember 

that God is adequate for each situation and circumstance of life. At such a time, as this, we need to trust in the Lord God 

with complete confidence. He understands our dismay and knows the hurt and loneliness of each heart.

I am so grateful for our hard-working volunteers on the R.E.C. board.  This has been a year of change and continues to be so, as 
we work to focus the R.E.C. program onto the chartered mission as set out in the by-laws of the R.E.C. corporation. 
 
One team of your R.E.C. board has been meeting every Monday night in October from 6:00 to 9:00, or later, to revise and 
standardize the R.E.C. manuals and begin making them institution-specific for the program itself. 
 
Another team is working on improving Lay Director and team training and making the formation time more productive and 
meaningful.  We are making good progress and we will continue to work to improve the spiritual as well as the “nuts and bolts” 
aspects of the R.E.C. experience. 
 
We are especially thankful for the R.E.C./Emmaus Community member volunteers who continue to support the R.E.C. program of 
taking the Word of the Lord and offering the opportunity of beginning a life in Christ to our incarcerated brothers and sisters.  
Without your time and financial support, there would be no R.E.C. experience for those in prison. 
 
In the year ahead we are hoping to be able to get the financial burden of the R.E.C. weekend under control enough that we may 
be able to reduce the cost of serving on a team.  It may well be up to a year or so away before we can actually tell how our 
changes have affected that. 
 
We have received a setback regarding the KSR program.  In talking with Assistant Chaplain Joria we have found out that the 
R.E.C. program at KSR has been reduced to one time a year, probably in the fall.   
Apparently KSR has fallen under a judicial mandate to provide more programs to ALL the various groups at  
KSR.  Chaplain Joria said they are overwhelmed with the  
scheduling of working all of the mandated programs in.  We are  
praying that the schedules at the other institutions will not be  
affected in the same way. 
 
Whatever is in store for us, we continue to rely on the guidance and  
help of the Spirit and know that God is in control of what is  
happening and that which lies ahead.  We give thanks and praise  
His holy name that He indeed cares for each and every one of us,  
no matter that we live imprisoned or free.
