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We recently visited my sister-in-law down on the farm and reacquainted myself with two members of her family: Belle and Steffi. You might think they are a rather odd couple if you saw them. Belle is a blind English bulldog, Steffi is a lame Rottweiler and they are both as old as Moses. Somehow, they manage to fill in what the other is missing. Belle, the bulldog, is the mouthpiece of the organization. Whenever anybody pulls up to the house, she is on her feet, raising a ruckus. She might not be able to see the intruder, but she will sure let you know there is one. Steffi, the rottweiler, looks imposing, but due to age and arthritis, hobbles around on one good leg and three bad ones. She couldn’t deal with an intruder, but she has other gifts. Several times during the day, Steffi leads Belle around the yard with Belle snugged right up to Steffi’s flanks. Steffi is the seeing eye dog and they always travel as a pair. They walk the circuit, making sure everything is as it should be in the Kingdom of the Dogs. Steffi kind of herds Belle out of danger if need be.


These 2 dogs may not be students of the New Testament, but they certainly are exemplifying the Body of Christ. They help each other. They support each other. They fill in each other’s holes. Paul tells us in 1 Corinthians 12: Now the body is not made up of one part but of many…In fact God has arranged the parts in the body, every one of them, just as He wanted them to be. If they were all one part, where would the body be?


It sounds like my reunion group. Not the old, blind or lame part (although we are women of a certain age….), but the ‘we help each other out’ part. We all bring something different to the table. Some are natural shepherds, some encouragers, some teachers, some discerners of the truth, some organizers. We are a diverse bunch with different gifts and talents.


The things we have in common are that we love each other and we love Christ. That’s how a successful reunion group runs. In the name of Jesus, we love and support each other and hold each other accountable in truth and love. It is one of the highlights of my week.


This is the perfect time to start a reunion group if you are not already in one. Whether you are a pilgrim fresh off your walk, with your heart burning like the disciples on the road to Emmaus, or someone who has been in the community for a while, now is the right time. It only takes two. Pick a time, grab your reunion group card and commit. Commit to honesty, to accountability, to community, to support, to growing into the men and women God intends us to be with the help of each other. 


We can help each other, just like Belle and Steffi do. I’m glad I didn’t have to go blind and lame to see my need. On the other hand, maybe I did.
