Power; who’s got the Power? 
 
1 Chronicles 29:11      
Thine, O LORD is the greatness, and the power, and the glory, and the victory, and the majesty: for all that is in the 

heaven and in the earth is thine; thine is the kingdom, O LORD, and thou art exalted as head above all. 

 
It was Sunday morning on September 14th, 2008 when the lights in our church sanctuary flickered throughout the 
service.  Everyone could hear the power of the wind outside as it stampeded across the roof of our church.  You can 
sense the nervousness within the congregation.  Our minds were now distracted beyond the service.  Our church 
choir began their special for this Sabbath.  It was the Brooklyn Tabernacle version of “Thou, Oh Lord”.  The lights went 
dark, which is indeed an event since the worship area has no outside light to infiltrate the safe harbor we call our 
sanctuary.  The emergency exit lights were now the only source of minimal stumble lighting offered in their red, 
cautionary glow.  The recorded background music was now absent, but the choir sang the entire number acappella.  
The song is based on Psalm 3:3; …But thou, O LORD, art a shield for me; my glory, and the lifter up of mine head.  As 
the choir resounded to the fervor of the last verse, the lights in the sanctuary illuminated the worship space once 
more.  The congregation applauded the one true power of the universe.  I share these lyrics with you: 
 
Many are they increased that troubled me.  Many are they that rise up against me. Many there be which say of my 
soul.  There is no help for him in God.

I drove home to find our driveway and yard littered with debris.  The power to our house was out for four days.  
However, the power in our life remains entrusted in the hands of God.  The simplicity of a song that merged with the 
power of our Lord remained.  We have no power, other than that we find in our faith.  He is our shield! 
 
As our community anguished over the loss of electricity, the stores were filled with consumer needs of food, 
generators, candles, and batteries.  I, like you, went to bed that night thinking that I would awaken to a restoration of 
normalcy.  The morning turned to day, then two, and for us to four.  Some were without power in our area for as long 
as nine days.  When the power was finally restored, everything had just a tad bit more clarity than I remembered.  I 
appreciated something that I take for granted.  I must question on how I take God for granted.  Where is my hope 
and appreciation for our Creator?  Must I be rescued to recognize the Deliverer, or do I realize that I have already 
been delivered? 
 
Where do you draw your power?  Is it provided by man?  That power is only temporary, at best.  Or, do you draw your 
strength and energy from the Master?  …The ever abundant and eternal Creator of all things in the universe.  God 
reveals himself in a constant fashion.  He shares His desire for us to look only to Him in the hours of blessings and need.

There has been some speculation around the community about just what the R.E.C. Board has been up to 

regarding future of the R.E.C. weekends.  I would like to take a moment to bring everyone up to date as to what 
your R.E.C. Board has decided to date. 

 
We have met in a special board meeting and a Saturday session to consider all the issues before the board.  

We’ve had problems with clearances and R.E.C. dates at the institutions; problems in finding qualified Lay 
Directors; Lay Directors are having problems in finding qualified team members and specialized team members 

like clergy and music.  The cost of providing the number of meals has shot up plus the team size has grown 
considerably.  These are just some of what we have had to consider. 

 
First, to ease the concerns of some, we will still schedule all the R.E.C. weekends at all the institutions.  None 

will be cut.   
 

Second, we will begin to update and verify our existing R.E.C. database.  So if you get a phone call in the next 
month from a board member asking you about your R.E.C. experience and your desire to continue to be in the 

database or not, that’s what it’s all about. 
 
Next, we will work on making the Lay Director and 

Spiritual Director training much more intentional, 
meaningful and lengthy than it currently is.  The Lay 

Directors will work more closely with their Board 
Liaisons all during their preparation time for their R.E.C. 

weekend.  We will give assistance and guidelines for 
formations so that the time spent as a team is indeed 

team-building and time well spent.  We will provide 
standardized forms for record keeping such as team 

information, attendance, fees and manuals. 
 

The R.E.C. manuals will be reprinted to consolidate or 
combine similar information into sections so 

information can be more easily retrieved.  The Board 
Liaisons will work with each institution to develop a 

framework of start and stop and pill call and count 
times for each institution.  The R.E.C. schedule will then 

be fit into the specific schedule for that institution to 
give the Lay Director a weekend program and script 

specific for their institution. 

 



 
 

Over all of this is the need to get back to the basics of the R.E.C. weekend.  While we appreciate the dedication 

and skill that has gone into the planning and serving of the delicious meals we currently serve on the R.E.C. 
weekends, it has become unsupportable to continue with them.   

 
We are going to standardize and simplify the program and the meal menu.  This will greatly reduce cost and the 

workload on the wheat team resulting in smaller teams, which will be easier to fill.  The meals and the snacks 
will be preset so that each team doesn’t have to plan a weekend of meals.  All breakfasts and most meals will 

be taken in the institution cafeterias with one special meal planned for each day.  This way we can focus on 
team-building, presenting the Word and leading people to Christ…which is the way we started out. 

 
We will be looking for people, and it can be a team, to be responsible for the monthly Gatherings in each 

institution.  Those already leading Gatherings need to let the board know if they are willing to continue for 
another year.  Those interested in doing this for the residents at KCIW and RCC outside please email the board 

at the email address at the end of this article.  The new Lay Directors will still be involved in the Gatherings, 
just not responsible to arrange them. 

 
That’s about all of where we are at the moment.  Not all this is going to happen overnight.  There innumerable 

details that must be worked out. We will be pushed greatly to be ready for next spring’s weekends.  To this end, 
we will be asking former Lay Directors to help us out with their experience and expertise by putting together 

and leading a team one more time next spring at each of the institutions.  Their experience and help in training 

new ALD’s will put us in good shape to start anew with the summer and fall weekends a year from now. 
 

Finally, with all this going on, we need help to continue with all these changes after the first of the year.  Five 
R.E.C. Board members will be rotating off and we need five spirited souls to assume the seats on this working 

board.  There WILL be something for you to do, understand this going in!  
 

‘Thanks’ to all those in the community that have been in prayer for your R.E.C. Board as we deliberated over all 
these issues and more.  We covet your continued prayer as we work to make the R.E.C. experience even better 

for residents and team alike.

This is one of the most 
important things we do each year, since the people we select will be making the decisions that guide the direction of our 
community over the next three years.  As the President-Elect, I will oversee the election process. This year’s Nominating 
Committee Members are:

The Nominating Committee will be putting together this year’s slate of candidates. We will need to replace at least seven 
members; therefore we will need at least ten candidates.  As you think and pray through this opportunity, keep in mind what it 
takes to be a good Board Member: 
 

 
1. Must be a person of prayer. We all know that God ultimately runs our community, so prayer is an absolute necessity. 

2. Need to have a heart for the business of Emmaus and respect our processes and traditions. 

3. Need to be willing to attend and participate in all Emmaus functions, especially the 11 annual Board Meetings. They are held 

the second Monday of each month at Christ Church UMC. Each Board Member has a Board responsibility as well. 

4. Must be able to serve with excellence a complete a three-year term. 

 
 

I can tell you from experience that serving on the Board is like serving on an Emmaus Team; there are some minor 
inconveniences and time commitments you must be willing to make, but the intrinsic benefits you receive from it far outweigh 
these inconveniences. If you feel that God is calling you to give back some of what has been freely given to you through the 
Emmaus movement, this might be a good place to start. You can nominate yourself or you can nominate someone else if God is 
calling you to do so. Just make sure you talk to them first before you put their name on the ballot. We don’t want anyone’s 
election to be a complete surprise to them!  Here is how it will work: 
 
 
• Our bylaws state that we need to have the whole slate in place by our October Board Meeting, which is October 13th; that 

gives us about four weeks. So, if you have a nomination, you need to get it to one of the Nominating Committee Members 
by that date.  

 
• We will let you know who the candidates are as soon as they are accepted by the Board at the November Board Meeting. 

We will have it on the website, in the November and December Newsletters, and through an open E-mail to the Community. 
 
• An open election will be held, lasting up to the December Gathering, which is scheduled for December 12th. 
 
• You will be asked to vote in one of three ways: 

 
1. Use an old-fashioned secret ballot box that will be available at the November and December Gatherings. 
2. Mail your ballot to the post office box: Louisville Area Emmaus 7505 Kavanaugh Rd Crestwood, KY. 40014 
3. E-mail your ballot to EmmausVote@hotmail.com. Remember; we are on the honor system here. This is not ‘vote early 

and vote often’. Please place only one ballot. 
 

• The votes will be counted by mid-December and the new members will take office at the January Board Meeting. If you have 
any questions or concerns, feel free to discuss them with any of the Committee Members.
