· Faithful attendance at our Gatherings each month

· Able to support and comply with Upper Room directives

· Spiritually mature

· Active in your local church

Who do you think would make a good board member? After you check with them first, you may submit their name to a member of the Nominating Committee, this year chaired by Trish Foy. You may contact her by phone, e-mail or in person at an Emmaus event. Or perhaps you are feeling the tug. You may also submit your own name. Provide name, church, Walk # and phone number. The nomination period will close on October 8.

Embrace the adventure. That’s what we are telling our baby who is a college freshman this fall. Like I said – new beginnings…for everyone. Sob.

To make a nomination, first go into prayer about the right person for this position. If nominating someone else, please be sure to have his or her permission. Nominations must be in by October 8, 2004, which just happens to be a Gathering….so last minute nominations can be turned in then.
