Message from our President: September 2009

God bless you Ladies of Walk # 123! God bless you in your joy, your wonder, your peace, your
delight in all that is new and precious in your walk with Christ. And God bless you in your struggles,
your disappointments, in your failures and your hesitations. This is real life, boys and girls, with real
life good and real life bad. It rains on the just and the unjust. But - and here’s the big but - if we are
closer to Christ today than yesterday, or a month ago or a year ago, we will call that victory. If we are
Jesus to a fallen world more often, we will call that victory as well. It’s all a journey.

One of the things | hear over and over again at the closings is the excitement of the pilgrims at the
possibility of working a Walk. | thought this would be a good opportunity to share how that process
works.

Your Executive Committee and Community Spiritual Director start praying and looking at data about
eight months ahead of a walk date. With God’s leading and blessing and following criteria provided by
the Upper Room, they select a Lay Director and invite them to lead the next walk. They, then, begin
the same process: praying, researching and following criteria in inviting community members to join
the team.

Some of the guidelines:

- The 1/3 guideline: 1/3 of the team should be very inexperienced (never worked a team or just
one), 1/3 some experience (2 or 3 teams), 1/3 very experienced.

- Wide range of ages, churches, denominations, life experiences.

- Give consideration to those who actively support Emmaus and support the Emmaus method.

- Work with the Advisory Committee to encourage progressive servanthood.

- Commit to 27+ hours of team meeting and training and the entire 3 day weekend.

There are, however, many ways to support a walk that don’t require the 3 month time commitment. A
walk couldn’t function without the community filling these roles: prayer chart, serving meals, making
agape, designing and constructing a banner, supporting various services such as Sendoff, Closing and
the worship service Saturday night, sponsoring a pilgrim. Whew — | am exhausted just thinking about
it all!

Keep in mind there are also many opportunities to serve in all the above capacities in the 3 different
ministries we support: Emmaus, REC, and Chrysalis. Have a great month!
